For recreation, children swing with their friends or
scamper across a tiny bridge and go down a slide.
There’s even a merry-go-round that’s especially for
2-year-olds.

Ms. Ryan invites parents to call to discuss their child’s abilities and needs. She notes that the above
average child is alert beyond his or her years, is observant, has many ideas to share and creates
unusual ways of solving problems. This is a child who wants to know how and why, revealing a need for
subjective answers. The above-average child enjoys and responds to beauty, can persuade other
children to do what he or she wants, enjoys playing organized games, and enjoys other people and
seeks them out.
